SCIENCE AND ITS CONTEXT

Summary: The problem scientific misconduct, and of the evaluation of the
scientific work is mentioned and some solutions are proposed. In the case of the
recent scandal over plagiarism of some doctorates in Europe and Serbia, these con-
cepts are presented here and criticized and other, more correct concept, are pre-
sented where it is insisted on the strategy of social piece meal engineering of Karl
Popper. The evaluation of scientific text is often linked to some theoretical reflec-
tion about truth, beliefs, and meanings of the empirical evidence and the way of
presenting and evaluating their cognitive values. There are, it is argued, such con-
texts, which, most importantly, are mutually exclusive and incompatible. In addition
in such context, it appears that truth and falsehood are losing their independent
meaning. Some global context can be accepted or rejected and therefore declared
to be true or false, but certain entities that are inherent to these contexts are taken
to be epistemicaly irrelevant and are over determined by the normative definitions
of the context to which they belong irrespective of their isolated meanings and cha-
racter. One of the most important applications of this approach is through indivi-
dual entities, i.e, it is maintained that their cognitive value can be viewed to great
extent in isolation from the context.

On the other hand, a concept also has a becoming that involves its relation-
ship with concepts situated on the same plane. Here concepts link up with each
other, support one another, coordinate their contours, articulate their respective pro-
blems, and belong to the same philosophy, even if they have different histories. In
fact, having a finite number of components, every concept will branch off toward
other concepts that are differently composed but that constitute other regions of the
same plane, answer to problems that can be connected to each other, and participate
in a co-creation. A concept requires not only a problem through which it recasts or
replaces earlier concepts but a junction of problems where it combines with other
coexisting concepts. The concept of the Other Person as expression of a possible
world in a perceptual field leads us to consider the components of this field for itself
in a new way. No longer being either subject of the field or object in the field, the
other person will become the condition under which not only subject and object are
redistributed but also figure and ground, margins and center, moving object and
reference point, transitive and substantial, length and depth. The Other Person is
always perceived as an other, but in its concept it is the condition of all perception,
for others as for ourselves. It is the condition for our passing from one world to
another. The Other Person makes the world go by, and the "I" now designates only
a past world ("l was peaceful™). For example, the Other Person is enough to make
any length a possible depth in space, and vice versa, so that if this concept did not
function in the perceptual field, transitions and inversions would become incompre-
hensible, and we would always run up a~ainst things, the possible having disappea-
red. Or at least, philosophically, it would be necessary to find another reason for not
running up against them. It is in this way that, on a determinable plane, we go from
one concept to another by a kind of bridge. The creation of a concept of the Other
Person with these components will entail the creation of a new concept of percep-
tual space, with other components to be determined (not running up against things,
or not too much, will be part of these components).

The concept is therefore both absolute and relative: it is relative to its own
components, to other concepts, to the plane on which it is defined, and to the pro-
blems it is supposed to resolve; but it is absolute through the condensation it carries
out, the site it occupies on the plane, and the conditions it assigns to the problem.
As whole it is absolute, but insofar as it is fragmentary it is relative. It is infinite
through its surveyor its speed but finite through its movement that traces the conto-
ur of its components. Philosophers are always recasting and even changing their
concepts: sometimes the development of a point of detail that produces a new con-
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densation, that adds or withdraws components, is enough. Philosophers sometimes
exhibit a forgetfulness that almost makes them ill. According to Jaspers, Nietzsche,
"corrected his ideas himself in order to create new ones without explicitly admitting
it; when his health deteriorated he forgot the conclusions he had arrived at earlier."
Or, as Leibniz said, "I thought | had reached port; but ... | seemed to be cast back
again into the open sea.” What remains absolute, however, is the way in which the
created concept is posited in itself and with others. The relativity and absoluteness
of the concept are like its pedagogy and its ontology, its creation and its self-posi-
ting, its ideality and its reality-the concept is real without being actual, ideal without
being abstract. The concept is defined by its consistency, its endoconsistency and
exoconsistency, but it has no reference; it is self-referential; it posits itself and its
object at the same time as it is created. Constructivism unites the relative and the
absolute.

Finally, the concept is not discursive, and philosophy is not a discursive
formation, because it does not link propositions together. Confusing concept and
proposition produces a belief in the existence of scientific concepts and a view of
the proposition as a genuine "intension" (what the sentence expresses). Consequ-
ently, the philosophical concept usually appears only as a proposition deprived of
sense. This confusion reigns in logic and explains its infantile idea of philosophy.
Concepts are measured against a "philosophical™ grammar that replaces them with
propositions extracted from the sentences in which they appear. We are constantly
trapped between alternative propositions and do not see that the concept has already
passed into the excluded middle. The concept is not a proposition at all; it is not
propositional, and the proposition is never an intension. Propositions are defined by
their reference, which concerns not the Event but rather a relationship with a state
of affairs or body and with the conditions of this relationship. Far from constituting
an intension, these conditions are entirely extensional. They imply operations by
which abscissas or successive linearizations are formed that force intensive ordina-
tes into spatiotemporal and energetic coordinates, by which the sets so determined
are made to correspond to each other.

The above described is the well known sound of post-modernism, often
identified with continental or more precisely, French philosophy. Since the post-
modern approach, while producing just noise in the philosophical discussion, did
not produce so far, as not only direct but not even as its side effects, any advance-
ment in physics, molecular biology or medicine, or any improvements in practical
daily life, let alone in technology or even in moral life, peace efforts or in any way
contributed to more sustainable life, I will not include any further discussion about
it here. In fact, since its sequel seem to be present in the moral relativism, or even in
destruction of judicial international order and war escalation I must admit that some
feelings of disgust, may be not fully justified and subjective, prevent me to say
much more about it. | can introduce political bias in a scientific community easily,
but have to put at work some specific methods.

This example will concern not opposing some scientific concept by using
political action but inverse: the opposing some political orientation by using fallaci-
ous scientific methods. Using science is very effective to persuade the masses and
can be easily dissimulated. The important aspect of the propaganda method is to
imply the conclusions and to avoid establishing links with the discussed facts.
Here is what | mean.

Imagine | belong to a community of political orientation A and we strongly
oppose the community that has adopted the political orientation B. To persuade the
scientific community to support our A-ideas, | will ask a question on RG which
answer could discredit some personality from the B-community. Here is how.

In France suitable question would be to elucidate some aspects of racism
and as an example, of whether some elements from the political program of Mr.
Frangois (imagined name) imply that the program may have some racist elements.
Every political program is susceptible that some elements of it may imply racism,
so the question will certainly bring some fruits. The answers should, to be scientific,
limit on discussing the elements of racism and the facts, i.e. the definition of
racism, various forms of racism, sociological or even philosophical aspect etc, etc.
However, 1, as the initiator, will then bring the person of Mr. Francois as an exam-
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ple, and ignoring sociological, psychological, semantic, historical elements, | will
promote the discussion that decidedly involves the personality of Mr. Francois. In
cases when the commentators would insist on facts and the elements of racism in
principle, | will discourage that line of discussion.

If the community would be sufficiently permissive and passive, | will suc-
ceed in my efforts to damage Mr. Francois and will almost certainly disregard proc-
laimed objectives — to elucidate some aspects of racism in principle. Certainly, if
my initial objective was to damage Mr. Francois, my objective will be attained.

As far as | know, we had on RG at least 2 such threads: during the last
elections in the US (trying to discredit Donald Trump), and one recent and still run-
ning - on plagiarism (trying to damage certain Serbian politicians). There are certa-
inly some others of which | am not aware.

The common feature of such attempts is to focus the discussion on some
personality and to avoid clarification of the facts and insist on some more general
aspects, structural or contextual aspects, persuasions or general principle without
establishing the links with the discussed facts. Number of logical fallacies are used
and none of them is specific for those discussions.

§ 55. Bevor wir priifen, was hervorragende Mathematiker von den Zahlen,
insbesondere den Irrationalzahlen gelehrt haben, wird es gut sein, vorweg einige
Grundsitze fiir das Definiren aufzustellen und zu begriinden, die fast von allen
Schriftstellern auf diesem Gebiete ausser Acht gelassen werden, damit wir nicht
nothig haben, jedes einzelne Mal ausfithrlich darauf einzugehen. Wir haben solche
Grundsatze schon im 1. Bd. fir die Begriffsschrift aufgestellt; hier soll es sich
hauptsdchlich um Definitionen in den Wort8prachen handeln. Zwischen beiden Auf-
stellungen werden freilich nur solche Unterschiede hervortreten, welche in der ver-
schiedenen Natur dieser Ausdrucksmittel begriindet sind.

1. Grundsatz der Vollstédndigkeit.

§ 56. Eine Definition eines Begriffes (moglichen Pridikates) muss
vollstindig sein, sie muss fiir jeden Gegenstand unzweideutig bestimmen, ob er
unter den Begriff falle (ob das Pridikat mit Wahrheit von ihm ausgesagt werden
konne) oder nicht. Es darf also keinen Gegenstand geben, fiir den es nach der Defi-
nition zweifelhaft bliebe, ob er unter den Begriff fiele, wenn es auch fiir uns Men-
schen bei unserm mangelhaften Wissen nicht immer moglich sein mag, die Frage zu
entscheiden. Man kann dies bildlich so ausdriicken: der Begriff muss scharf
begrenzt sein. Wenn man sich Begriffe ihrem Umfange nach durch Bezirke in der
Ebene versinnlicht, 80 ist das freilich ein Gleichnis, das nur mit VVorsicht gebraucht
werden darf, hier aber gute Dienste leisten kann. Einem unscharf begrenzten Begrif-
fe wiirde ein Bezirk entsprechen, der nicht iiberall eine scharfe Grenzlinie hitte,
sondern stollenweise ganz verschwimmend in die Umgebung iiberginge. Das wiére
eigentlich gar kein Bezirk; und so wird ein unscharf definirter Begriff mit Unrecht
Begriff genannt. Solche begriffsartige Bildungen kann die Logik nicht als Begriffe
anerkennen; es ist unmdglich, von ihnen genaue Gesetze aufzustellen. Das Gesetz
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des ausgeschlossenen Dritten ist ja eigentlich nur in anderer Form die Forderung,
dass der Begriff scharf begrenzt sei. Ein beliebiger Gegenstand [ fdllt entweder
unter den Begriff , oder er féllt nicht unter ihn: tertium non datur. Hatte z. B. der
Satz ,,jede Quadratwurzel ans 9 ist ungerade" wohl {iberhaupt einen fassbaren Sinn,
wenn Quadratwurzel aus 9 nicht ein scharf begrenzter Begriff wére? Hat die Frage
,,Sind wir noch Christen?" eigentlich einen Sinn, wenn nicht bestimmt ist, von wem
das Pridikat Christ mit Wahrheit ausgesagt werden kann, und wem es abgesprochen
werden muss?
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
